HAVE YOU EVER WATCHED A
DRESSAGE HORSE DANCE?

Have you ever watched a dressage test and thought,
“Wow, that horse looks like it's dancing!” You're not wrong!
Dressage actually comes from a French word that means
“training,” and it's all about teaching the horse to move
gracefully, with balance and harmony. Long ago, knights
used these same movements in battle. A well-trained
horse that could turn, stop, and move sideways on
command was super important! Today, we use those same
skills to show off teamwork between horse and rider (and
to make it look effortless).

When you're practicing circles, transitions, or even
perfecting your halt, you're training your horse’s “dance
steps.” Every time your horse listens to your seat, legs, or
hands, instead of your voice, that's dressage magic
happening! So next time you ride, think of yourself as both
a dancer and a dance teacher. And remember, even the
fanciest Grand Prix horses started out just learning to
walk straight down the centerline.
